The 10th Biennial Pacific Region Indigenous Doctors Congress (PRIDoC) will be held from 10 to 15 July 2022 in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada.  This conference will take place on the unceded, traditional territories of the Coast Salish: the Musqueam, Squamish and Tsleil-Waututh Nations.  
PRIDoC is an Indigenous-led space for Indigenous physicians, residents and medical students, health researchers, health professionals and allies.  The conference provides the opportunity to gather around shared issues of concern related to the health and wellness of the many Indigenous communities and nations throughout the Pacific Region.
Applications are invited from Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Medical students for the Kimpton Family PRIDoC Scholarship to attend that 10th Pacific Region Indigenous Doctors Congress.
Application Process
Applicants must complete the attached Expression of Interest Form, which includes addressing two questions (below) in support of your application. 
1. How do you currently contribute to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health? 
2. Why do you think it would be beneficial for you to attend the PRIDoC conference?

Applications must be completed in full and submitted via email to aida@aida.org.au with the subject line ‘PRIDOC 2022 Kimpton Scholarship’.

Eligibility Criteria
To be eligible to apply for the conference funding support candidates must:
1. be an Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander medical student currently enrolled in medical studies at an Australian university
2. obtain necessary leave approval to attend the PRIDoC 2022 conference and provide AIDA with evidence of this approval
3. be a 2022 Indigenous Medical Student member of AIDA.

Selection Process
Dr Kimpton (or her delegate) and AIDA will select applicants based on the following criteria:
· a demonstrated interest and experience in Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health
· a commitment to improving Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health in the future 

Assessment 
An Assessment Panel will undertake assessment of all student applications. The panel is to include Dr Kimpton (Or her delegate), the AIDA President and AIDA’s CEO (or their delegates)
 
The Panel will consider each candidates’ application against three criteria and create an order of merit to determine the number of successful applicants. The Panel will use a comparative assessment approach based on equal ranking applied to the assessment criteria listed below: 
 
1.	Compliant Student Registration Form
2.	Quality of Student Personal Statement

Assessment Panel rankings of student applications will range from a low score of one to a high score of five.  

Student Funding Terms and Conditions 
 
The Scholarship will provide financial support for the successful applicant and is conditional on the following; 
•	The applicant must satisfy the Student Funding Support eligibility criteria as outlined in this document;  
•	The Applicant must agree to attend the PRIDoC 2022 conference;  
•	The Applicant must provide AIDA with a post-conference report within six weeks of the event and acknowledge that the report may be used for promotional purposes, including promoted on the AIDA website. 
 
The successful Applicant must abide by the AIDA Code of Conduct and may be required to reimburse any costs arising from cancellation of travel or changes to flights or accommodation bookings. Provision is made for genuine reasons for applicant cancellation of travel or changes to flights or accommodation bookings. 
 
Any of the above cancellation of travel or changes to flights or accommodation bookings costs incurred by AIDA after 10 June 2022 will be reimbursed by the applicable medical student as stated within the *AIDA Travel and Accommodation Cancellation Policy.
